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Juno Beach Centre:
Call for D-Day Artifacts

The Juno Beach Centre is the only Canadian Second World
War museum in Europe. It is located on Juno Beach, where
14,000 Canadian soldiers landed on June 6th, 1944 to liberate
France from Nazi oppression. The museum’s permanent exhibit
that will be updated in time for the 80th anniversary (2024) of
D-Day on June 6, 1944 is titled “The Faces of Canada Today.”
This room presents several themes of contemporary Canadian
society since the end of the Second World War, in particular post-
war immigration from the ruins of Europe to Canada since 1945
as well as the multiple roles and missions of the Canadian forces
in the world and at home since 1945. The resilience demonstrated
by Canadian veterans of the Second World War is an invaluable
legacy. Canadians of yesterday and today, civilians and soldiers,
continue to demonstrate this same courage and resilience in
their daily lives and in overcoming difficulties and obstacles. This
room will pay tribute to them. The Juno Beach Centre is looking
for stories, objects and testimonies that will help the Centre share
with visitors the plurality of people’s stories that make up the
Canadian mosaic today.

If you are or know someone, civilian or military alike, who
has a story of courage, resilience or service to others to share
in the period between 1945 and today, please contact the JBC.

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“From Dieppe to Juno: The 80th
. anniversary of the Dieppe Raid
History told thfough voices and artefacts

“From Dieppe to Juno: The 80th Anniversary of the Dieppe Raid”
is a temporary exhibition created by the Juno Beach Centre in
partnership with the War Heritage Institute in Belgium. It aims to
explore the origins of Operation Jubilee and the short and long-term
consequences of the devastating raid of August 19th, 1942, the
bloodiest day for Canada in the Second World War.

The Dieppe Raid remains a central event in the Canadian
collective memory of the Second World War, and its study provides
a multitude of interpretations and explanations. The exhibition is an
opportunity to revisit the raid. Without claiming to be an exhaustive
exhibition intended to provide definitive answers on the subject,
“From Dieppe to Juno” is anchored in two main pillars.

The first pillar is the use of testimonies from those who were
directly or indirectly affected by the event, whether they are
decision-makers, soldiers or civilians. The exhibition team carried
out extensive research to isolate quotes which, integrated into each
area of the exhibition, illustrate the various repercussions of the raid
on the soldiers, their descendants, as well as French and Canadian
civilians. Their words carry great evocative force and allow visitors
to connect with the subject emotionally. These testimonies are
presented on large beige banners, a color chosen by the designers
because it symbolizes the imposing and emblematic cliffs of the
Dieppe coast which the soldiers had to face.

The second pillar are quotes that come from historians who
have studied the different facets of the raid. They summarize the
various possible interpretations and explanations of the failure of
the Dieppe Raid. These guide the visitor through the five zones of
the exhibition: the genesis of the raid, the raid itself, the Allied and
German propaganda, the fate of the Canadian prisoners of war
and, finally, the place of the raid in the collective memory of the
Canadians over the years.

“From Dieppe to Juno” offers a new look at Operation Jubilee
through the presentation of strong artefacts that illustrate and
symbolize the event. The exhibit features more than 70 artifacts. A
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large part of the collections presented come from private collectors
as well as from the War Heritage Institute. The exhibit also features
artifacts from the collections of the Juno Beach Centre and several
Canadian regimental museums. Each artifact has been carefully
selected for its evocative power or its connection to a personal
story. The iconic artifacts “From Dieppe to Juno” include a chert
stone from Puys Beach (Blue Beach). The stones of Dieppe

are, like the cliffs, a strong visual element of the exhibition. They
symbolize the carnage suffered by the troops who tried to advance
over these shifting stones on foot or by tank.

Other artifacts are also noteworthy. A pair of handcuffs makes
it possible to discuss the treatment of Canadian prisoners of war
as well as their shackling from the fall of 1942 to November 1943.
Sister Agnés Marie Valois’s rosary helps tell story of this French
nurse who cared for wounded Canadians. Her actions earned her
the nickname “the White Angel of Dieppe.” The German magazine
Signal dating from 1942 illustrates how the failure of the raid was
used by Nazi propaganda. The diverse artifacts on display make it
possible to discuss several subjects, in particular the links between
the Dieppe Raid and the D-Day landings, June 6th, 1944 and
the liberation of the City of Dieppe in September 1944, after the
victorious but costly Battle of Normandy.

“From Dieppe to Juno” aims to transmit the memory and the
history of the Dieppe Raid to new generations with emotion. The
Juno Beach Centre, true to its mandate to preserve and educate, is
proud to present this exhibition which will be sure to interest visitors
regardless of their previous knowledge on the subject.

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« De Dieppe a Juno : Le 80e anniversaire
du Raid de Dieppe »

L'Histoire racontée par les voix et les objets

« De Dieppe a Juno : Le 80e anniversaire du Raid de Dieppe »
est une exposition temporaire réalisée par le Centre Juno Beach
en partenariat avec le War Heritage Institute en Belgique, qui se
veut une exploration de I'Opération Jubilee, de ses origines, de
son déroulement et des conséquences a court et long terme du
raid dévastateur du 19 aout 1942, la journée la plus sanglante de
la Seconde Guerre mondiale au Canada.

Le Raid de Dieppe demeure encore aujourd’hui un
événement central dans la mémoire collective canadienne de
la Seconde Guerre mondiale, et son étude donne une multitude
d’interprétations et d’explications. L’exposition est 'occasion est
de revisiter le raid. Sans prétendre étre une exposition exhaustive
destinée a apporter des réponses définitives sur le sujet, « De
Dieppe a Juno » propose un parcours de visite basé sur deux
grands axes.

Le premier axe est 'usage de témoignages de ceux qui ont
été touchés directement ou indirectement par I'événement, qu’ils
soient décideurs, militaires ou civils. Des recherches approfondies
ont été menées et ont permis d’isoler des citations variées qui,
intégrées a chaque zone de I'exposition, sont l'illustration des
diverses répercussions du raid a la fois sur les soldats, leurs
descendants et les civils dieppois et canadiens. Leurs mots
sont d’'une force évocatrice immense et permettent aux visiteurs
d’établir un lien émotif avec le sujet. Ceux-ci sont présentés sur de
grandes banniéres beiges, couleur choisie par les scénographes
car elle symbolise les imposantes et emblématiques falaises du
littoral dieppois auxquelles les soldats ont da faire face.

Le second axe sont les citations qui proviennent des historiens
qui ont étudié les différentes facettes du raid. Elles résument
les diverses interprétations et explications possibles de I'échec
du Raid de Dieppe. Celles-ci permettent de situer le visiteur au
travers les 5 zones consacrées respectivement a la genése du
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raid, son déroulement, la propagande Alliée et Allemande, le sort
des prisonniers de guerre canadiens et enfin la place du raid dans
la mémoire collective des canadiens d’hier et d’aujourd’hui.

« De Dieppe a Juno » propose un nouveau regard sur
I'opération Jubilee par la présentation d’artéfacts forts qui illustrent
et symbolisent 'événement. L'exposition comportera plus de 70
artéfacts. Une grande partie des collections présentée provient
de collectionneurs privés ainsi que du War Heritage Institute.
L'exposition présente également des artéfacts des collections
du Centre Juno Beach, et de plusieurs musées régimentaires
canadiens. Chaque artéfact a été sélectionné avec soin pour sa
force évocatrice ou son lien avec une histoire personnelle. Les
artéfacts emblématiques de « De Dieppe a Juno » comportent
entre autres un galet de la plage de Puys (Blue Beach). Les galets
de Dieppe sont, comme les falaises, un élément visuel fort de
I'exposition. Les galets symbolisent le carnage qu’on subit les
troupes lorsqu’elles ont tenté d’avancer sur ces pierres instables,
a pied ou en tanks.

D’autres artéfacts sont également dignes de mention. Une paire
de menottes permet d’aborder le traitement des prisonniers de
guerre canadiens ainsi que leur enchainement durant I'automne
de 1942. Le chapelet de Sceur Agnés Marie Valois est un point
d’encrage pour raconter I'histoire de cette infirmiére francaise qui
a soigné des blessés canadiens, actions qui lui ont valu le surnom
de « ’Ange blanc de Dieppe ». Une copie du magazine allemand
Signal datant de 1942 permet d’aborder comment I'’échec du raid
fut réutilisé par la propagande nazie. Les divers artéfacts exposés
permettent d’aborder plusieurs sujets, notamment les liens entre
le Raid de Dieppe et le Débarquement du Jour J, le 6 juin 1944
et la libération de la Ville de Dieppe en septembre 1944, aprés la
victorieuse mais colteuse Bataille de Normandie.

« De Dieppe a Juno » se veut d’'une grande diversité qui pourra
transmettre avec émotion la mémoire et I'histoire du Raid de
Dieppe aux nouvelles générations.
