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Giving Second Life to Objects Ear-Marked for Destruction

We learned about the eminent destruction of ships’ =
ammo lockers and spare 40-mm gun barrels in use in the
RCN (the Navy had kept the 40-mm Bofors and equipped
their ships with them in the Gulf War). These barrels were &
made in 1943, have a King George VI cipher and were
inspected in 1994 with a 95% estimated remaining life.
We thought of how we could give them a second chance
and Max Toms came up with a design to turn the 40 mm
barrels in lamp posts so they could be used for a future
cenotaph or monument. We also developed the concept
of using the ammo lockers in movable displays for the
Bytown Gunner Firepower Museum heritage gun line.

The Public Service Awards of Excellence

A long and distinguished career has been recognized. The Public Service Awards of Excellence
recognize employees who have demonstrated excellence in achieving results for Canadians, while
demonstrating key leadership competencies. In 2017, there were 130 recipients of various Public
Service Awards, including OMMC’s own Stuart Beaton, Director of the Base Borden Military Museum.

Stuart Beaton (LCol, ret'd.) was presented the Outstanding Career award, nominated by Michel
Litalien. His citation reads as follows:

LCol (ret’'d) Stuart Beaton’s 66-year career has been in service to Canada and to the Canadian
Armed Forces. He started as an instructor with Air Cadets in 1950 and was commissioned into the
RCAF Education Branch in 1954. From 1982 to 1986, he was the CO of the Oshawa Squadron
and of Borden Cadet Training from 1994 to 1996. He was instrumental in the Base Borden Military
Museum'’s transition to its new facility in 2007. He was elected to Director to the Organization of

Military Museums of Canada and simultaneously Vice-President. He was its President from 2013 until
his retirement in 2015.
